of a release of funds by HUD/State; or (d) another Federal agency acting pursuant to 40 CFR Part 1504 has
submitted a written finding that the project is unsatisfactory from the standpoint of environmental quality.
Objections must be prepared and submitted in accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58,
Sec. 58.76) and shall be addressed to HUD/State administration office at address of that office. Potential
objectors should contact HUD/State to verify the actual last day of the objection period.
